Some of the actions taken by the committee recently 
have been: 
 
We have been reminding the council of the issue of 
the state of our estate roads both directly and 
through one of our members who is on the motorists 
forum.

It is not too time consuming 
or onerous and helps oil the wheels of our local 
community.

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Neighbourhood Watch 

 
Our area remains a relatively low crime area. Things have been particularly quite 
in recent months. We do however need to continue to be vigilant to keep it that 
way. 
 
We repeat our regular reminder to residents of the risks of leaving car keys in 
accessible positions. An opportunist crime can easily turn into car theft if car 
keys are easily found in the house. 
 
July 2010– An Eastcote resident had their card taken at the Barclays Bank ATM  as a result of a  dis-
traction trick – After she had put her card in the machine she was approached by one man who, in gar-
bled language, told her that the machine was retaining cards.  Whilst trying to understand the man the 
resident turned away from the machine, to ask the him to repeat what he said.  Her card was then taken 
by a second man.   
 
July 2010 –A car parked on the road in Rodney Gardens had its rear window smashed. This was possi-
bly between 11:30 and 14:00 and appears to have been an opportunist crime by someone having 
seen items in the car that looked interesting. Remember to remove all items from view in your vehicle 
even if you know they are not worth much - the criminal doesn't know this until the damage is done. 
 
New Contact Number For Police  
101 is now the number to call when you want to get through to your local police when it‘s less urgent 
than 999. 
 
101 replaces the 0300 123 1212 number, and is available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Calls to 101 
from landlines and mobile networks cost 15 pence per call, no matter what time of day you call or how 
long you are on the phone. 
 
Examples of when 101 should be used: 
You find your car has been stolen  
Your property has been damaged  
Where you suspect drug use or dealing  
You want to report a minor traffic collision  
You want to give the police information about crime in your area or simply if you'd like to speak to your 
local police officer 
 
The public should continue to contact their local Safer Neighbourhood Team Officers through their local 
contact numbers.          
 
Extract from August Hillingdon Neighbourhood Watch Newsletter: 
West Ruislip SNT has reported a scam regarding bogus ‗window cleaners‘ collecting money for window 
cleaning that has not been carried out. Two examples from the Ruislip area comprised a man claiming 
to be the son of the regular cleaner who was collecting money on the latter‘s behalf. Money was handed 
over in both cases and in one instance the man was quite aggressive. The man was about 5‘ 10‘‘ tall, 
around 30, with dark hair and darkish skin. The scam has also been evident in Hayes. Always report 
such incidents to the Police, whether you fall victim or not; without knowledge the Police cannot act.

There have been many requests for the Friends of East-
cote House Gardens to hold gardening sessions on a Sat-
urday. They have therefore decided to have a three month 
trial starting Saturday 1st October 2011. 
  
The FOEHG  will meet in the car park at 10.30. The ses-
sion will last until 12.30. On the 1st October session we 
included preparation of the ground for the Jubilee Orchard, removing the self set ash trees from the 
boundary ready for planting the hedgerow later in the month. For those who prefer weeding to planting 
hedgerow there are plenty of weeds in the Walled Garden. FOEHG do have some tools but if you can 
bring a border spade and fork it will be a help. 

  
Future sessions will be the first Saturday of the month, 5th November and 3rd December.

Information on the Jubilee Community Orchard.in Eastcote House Grounds 
This will consist of 15 trees with a mixture of apple & pear . Each tree will not grow 
higher than 6-7 feet. Each tree will be separately protected with fencing. 
The area dug 22.9.11 will contain the new trees. Another area to the side dug 23.9.11, is 
full of stumps and raised roots which if left will cause possible trip hazards. The area will 
be raked over and grass seed put down.The orchard will be under-planted with daffodils 
next Autumn as part of a School project.
